The topic of the meeting continues the topic of 2009. After an introduction into the specific situation of religions and churches in the Europe and the world of today by Father MADELIN SJ we will ask experts on European politics what is expected of religions, churches and Christian teachers, and representatives of COMECE what it expects of European politics and Christian teachers. 

Our aim is to get to know the European institutions better and the possibilities of introducing Christian values in the procedures of the EU and the Council of Europe. That’s also one way of discovering the role of SIESC in the construction of the Europe of the future better. Colleagues of all denominations and also other convictions in Belgium and Brussels will be invited.

International groups will allow the participants to contribute their ideas in four languages, English, French, German and Italian.

From among the interesting places and cultural assets of Brussels we have chosen visits to the Town Hall, the Grand Place, the Cathedral and a guided tour. In Brussels there also are political centres of the EU which one should know to understand the political processes better, e.g. the European Parliament.

The excursion will take us to Leuven, a splendid Gothic town and seat of the Catholic University of  Leuven, founded in 1425 and now called Katholieke Universiteit van Leuven. In the afternoon we will go to Ottignies-Louvain-la-Neuve, a dynamic, modern and intercultural town and seat of the Université Catholique de Louvain francophone. 

The Council of SIESC and Ana Maria Serrano Bascopé, our representative in Belgium, take pleasure in inviting you to the 57th annual Meeting of SIESC. We will be accommodated at Maison Notre-Dame du Chant d’Oiseau, Avenue des Franciscains 3 a, B-1150 Bruxelles (www.chant-oiseau.be), which is situated near to the town centre and the European institutions, and which offers all the services we need.
